
Transport Manager

You are looking for a region that has plenty of natural resources and transport connections needed for manufacturing, assembling and shipping of finished cars. 

· If your car factory is in a convenient region or shipping of finished cars, you won’t have to pay high transport costs for finished goods. 
· However, that convenient region may be in an area with few raw materials. Raw materials would then need to be transported to manufacturing sites at a cost.
MINERAL DEPOSITS

1. Use the natural resources map of Brazil to decide the TOP 4 raw materials your factory will need the most. (You most likely won’t need any gold or diamonds for your car)

2. Go to the link below to download the map onto your computer

3. Go to Sumo Paint and insert the map you have just downloaded

4. Plot the location of the TOP 4 materials that you have chosen onto the map. Use different symbols to show the four raw materials and include a key  
TRANSPORT NETWORKS

Look at the transport map. It shows the road and rail connections each state has. 

· Which area has the most network connections? 
· You will need to consider how you will be moving your raw materials and finished goods. 
· Remember that most of your goods are going to be quite heavy so you need to consider how you intend to move things efficiently. 
· The states with the most rail and road connections might be more important but you may also want to consider proximity 接近 of ports.
· Use “Sumo Paint” to create a choropleth map of transport connections of Brazil. 
· Colour the areas on the map with darker colours in areas with high concentrations of road and rail networks and ports.   

· Remember to use ONE colour and shade it lighter or darker. 
· With the information from the maps that you have created, decide which state of Brazil you would locate your factory in. 
· Write about why you would choose that state.
